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General Information:

Per 29 CFR 1960:
1.  Employees have the right to report unsafe and unhealthful working conditions to appropriate officials.
2.  No employee may be subject to restraint, interference, coercion, discrimination or reprisal for filing a report of an unsafe or unhealthful working condition.

Given these rights, employees may elect to submit DA Form 4755, Employee Report of Alleged Unsafe or Unhealthful Working Conditions.  

Since many safety and health concerns can be eliminated by corrective actions taken by supervisors, we encourage employees to report any safety or health concern to supervisors first.  In the event employees are not satisfied with actions taken by supervisors or others, employees are encouraged to contact the Garrison Safety Office directly (782-1380) or submit the DA Form 4755.  

Should an employee choose to submit a DA Form 4755 the employee may sign the form or request anonymity.  All submitted reports will be investigated by Safety and Occupational Health personnel.  The originator, if known, will be notified in writing of the results of the investigation within 10 working days of receipt of the report.

Instructions for completing the DA Form 4755 are as follows:

1.  This is a Pure Edge version of DA Form 4755.

2.  Fill in the form using the directions on the form.  The items in BOLD are required.

3.  Upon submittal, the completed form will automatically be sent to the Garrison Safety Office.  

4.  To retain a copy of the completed form or to forward the completed form to other individuals, complete the box entitled “Additional Emails” prior to submitting.  Additional email addresses must include the entire address (e.g.:  john.doe.civ@mail.mil).  If more than one additional address, the addresses must be separated by a comma, semicolon or space.

5.  Click on the submit button.
