New Legislation Aimed At Helping the Rock Island Arsenal 
The Rock Island Arsenal’s factory would gain critical flexibility to 

vary its labor rates under legislation that lawmakers introduced in the 

U.S. Senate on Tuesday. Backers of the legislation say it would help 

the Arsenal compete with the private sector for work. U.S. Sens. Mark 

Kirk, R-Ill., Dick Durbin, D-Ill., Joni Ernst, R-Iowa, and Chuck 

Grassley, R-Iowa, introduced the bill. The legislation, called the Army 

Arsenal Revitalization Act, would create a three-year pilot project to 

allow the Joint Manufacturing and Technology Center to adjust its 

labor rates throughout the year. Currently, labor rates are set for the 

entire year and can be an obstacle in competing with private industry. The Quad-City congressional 

delegation has provided funding to help bring those rates down, but maintaining fixed rates 

throughout the year still is an impediment. (More) 

 

Obama Bequeaths Praise Legacy, But Little Money, To Feds in His Final Budget 
In the last budget proposal of Barack Obama’s presidency, he bequeathed his workforce 

strong words of praise, even if he couldn’t leave them much money. The 

“Strengthening the Federal Workforce” section of the budget released Tuesday 

contains a paean to federal employees, lauding them for making administration 

policies a success. “In 2015 alone, Federal employees addressed a wide range of 

national priorities – including modernizing the military by opening all combat 

positions to women, negotiating complex trade and political treaties and determining a 

way to rate college’s return on investment,” the budget document says. “Thanks in part to 

the efforts of Federal employees, the Nation’s economy and fiscal outlook continued to improve in 

2015, with unemployment falling to 5 percent and annual deficits continuing a historic decline.”

Lawmaker Pushes for 5.3 Percent Pay Raise 
President Obama proposed in his fiscal 2017 budget to give federal 

employees their largest pay raise since 2010, but some lawmakers have 

said it is still not nearly enough. Rep. Gerry Connolly, D-Va., will soon 

introduce a bill to give federal employees an across-the-board salary 

bump of 5.3 percent. The Federal Adjustment of Incomes Rate (FAIR) 

Act would more than triple the proposed 1.6 percent raise issued by the 

White House. Connolly in 2015 sponsored another version of the FAIR 

Act, which would have given federal workers a 3.8 percent raise in 

2016. He introduced that bill in response to Obama’s proposed 1.3 percent increase, which was 

ultimately implemented. (More)

Change to Hours at Rock Island Arsenal Museum 
Effective Monday, Feb. 15, the hours of the Rock Island Arsenal Museum will change – the 

museum will be open to the public Tuesday - Friday, Noon to 4 p.m. The museum will be closed 

weekends, Mondays, federal holidays, the day after Thanksgiving, and Christmas Eve. The change 

to hours comes as a result of Army wide changes in manpower and force structure. The Rock Island 

Arsenal Museum is the Army's second oldest museum. It first opened to the public on July 4, 1905. 

The primary mission is to collect, preserve, and interpret the history of Rock Island Arsenal and 

Arsenal Island. By focusing on "People, Processes, and Products," the exhibits tell the story of the 

people involved in Arsenal Island's history, the manufacturing processes used at Rock Island 

Arsenal, and the military equipment that was produced at Rock Island Arsenal. The Rock Island 

Arsenal Museum is nationally recognized for its large and impressive small arms collection. More 

than 1,200 U.S., foreign, civilian, and military small arms are on permanent display. 

 

Time to File Your Taxes 
Income tax filing season is here, and Rock Island Arsenal operates a free tax assistance 

center. The tax center serves members of the RIA community eligible for legal 

assistance services - primarily active duty service members, military retirees and 

family members. In a change from recent years, an appointment is required and there 

is no "drop-off" service. Appointments are available weekdays from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m., 

Jan. 25 through April 18. Most appointments last about an hour with more complex 

returns taking longer. In accordance with IRS guidelines, the tax center may prepare and submit 

most - but not all - federal and state income tax returns. For example, the tax center cannot prepare 

returns for a home-based business. If you expect your return to be complex, please discuss it with 

your tax preparer when you call to make an appointment. To schedule an appointment, call 782-

8457/1709. Please bring the following to your appointment: a photo ID; your social security card 

(or official SSA correspondence with your SSN on it); documents showing income of any type (W-

2s, 1099s, etc.); documents to support deductions/credits; copy of last year's return; direct deposit 

information; and dependents' birth dates.

The 

Illinois Primary Election is scheduled for March 15, and will be held at regular 

polling locations. As an open primary, voters may request to vote for a 

presidential candidate in any party. If you are not registered to vote 28 days prior 

to the election, special registration and voting procedures will apply under the 

state's "grace period" rule, so visit the Rock Island County election website for 

more information http://rockislandcounty.org/Elections/Home.

GI Bill Transfer Rules Unchanged, Housing Allowance Cut 
An eleventh-hour change to Department of Veterans Affairs legislation scrapped a plan by 

lawmakers to increase the service obligation required for troops who wish to transfer their Post-9/11 

GI Bill benefits to their spouses or children. The bill, which was passed by the House yesterday, 

originally included a provision requiring troops to serve 10 years on active duty plus a two-year 

service obligation to qualify for the transfer benefit. Instead, lawmakers opted to keep the 

requirement at the current six years of service, plus a four-year service obligation. A plan to slash in 

half the housing allowance for military dependents using the transferred benefit remained in the bill 

and was approved as part of the vote. A similar version of the legislation will be considered by the 

Senate before heading to the president's desk for approval before it becomes law. The provisions, 

part of the Veterans Employment, Education and Healthcare Act, halved only the payment for 

children of service members using the transferred funding -- not spouses. The congressionally 

mandated Military Compensation and Retirement Modernization Commission last year 

recommended eliminating the entire housing payout for both groups. (More)

Protect Your Hands from Hazards 
People probably take their hands for granted until they have an injury. Then they will know just 

how difficult life can be without the full use of their hands. In the workplace there are many hazards 

to people's hand safety: Equipment that cuts and crushes materials can also mangle hands; There are 

rough surfaces which can scrape the skin; Hot and cold materials can cause thermal burns; 

Chemicals can corrode the skin or enter the body through the skin and cause poisoning; Infectious 

materials can cause disease; Electrical current which contacts the skin can cause fatal shocks; and 

other types of hand injuries are caused over a period of time -- by impact, strain or vibration. Many 

styles of glove are available for different jobs. To protect yourself against hand hazards, it is 

important to select the right kind of personal protective equipment such as gloves. Ask your safety 

supervisor for guidance in choosing and fitting gloves.

Effective Monday, Feb. 15, the hours of the Rock Island Arsenal Museum to change: the museum 

will be open to the public Tuesday - Friday, Noon to 4 p.m.

Zika Virus 
Zika is a mosquito-borne virus closely related to yellow fever, dengue, and West Nile viruses. 

Discovered in Uganda in 1947, the current outbreak of Zika virus in Brazil began in early 2015 and 

has spread to over 20 other countries in the Americas, including Mexico and Puerto Rico. Although 

only 20 percent of people infected will have symptoms, the virus has been associated with an 

increased risk of Guillain-Barr Syndrome, a neurological disorder, and microcephaly, a birth defect 

characterized by smaller than normal head size. As a result, the U.S. Centers for Disease Control 

and Prevention has issued a level 2 travel alert, Practice Enhanced Precautions, for areas where Zika 

virus transmission is ongoing, recommending that all pregnant women postpone travel to these 

areas. The World Health Organization advised that the recent cluster of microcephaly cases and 

other neurologic disorders reported in Brazil constitutes a public health emergency of international 

concern. Army Medicine is tracking this outbreak to assess the risks to the Soldiers and their 

Families. All Army medical facilities have been notified of the concerns surrounding Zika 

infections and are prepared to assist patients who may have been infected. The DoD will assist other 

government agencies in developing a vaccine against Zika, new vector control agents, and improved 

diagnostic tests. Army Medicine will continue to educate all personnel and beneficiaries about Zika 
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virus and provide updates as they arise. With ongoing operations around the world, the Army 

continues to strive to protect the health and readiness of total force and their families. (More)
