Obama, Congress Avert Fed Shutdown, Focus on Taxes, Spending 
Avoiding the high drama of recent year-end budget fights, President Barack 

Obama signed legislation Friday keeping government agencies open into 

next week, giving White House and congressional bargainers more time to 

complete sweeping deals on taxes and federal spending. Facing a midnight 

deadline, Obama signed the measure keeping government afloat through 

Wednesday just hours after the House used a voice vote to send it to him. 

The Senate approved the bill a day earlier, its easy sojourn through 

Congress underscoring that neither party saw reason to risk a government 

shutdown battle. Talks were likely to stretch at least into the weekend over the environment, Syrian 

refugees, guns and dozens of other disputes sprinkled across two major bills. One would provide 

$1.1 trillion to finance government for 2016; the other would renew around 50 expiring tax cuts for 

businesses and individuals that, with additions, could swell to a 10-year price tag of $700 billion or 

more.

Feds to Get Half-Day Off Before Christmas 
Federal employees will get a half-day off on Thursday, Dec. 24. President Barack 

Obama signed an executive order Dec. 11 permitting federal employees to take off the 

last half of the scheduled workday on Christmas Eve. “The heads of executive branch 

departments and agencies may determine that certain offices and installations of their 

organizations, or parts thereof, must remain open and that certain employees must 

remain on duty for the full scheduled workday on December 24, 2015, for reasons of 

national security, defense, or other public need,” the executive order said. The Office 

of Personnel Management issued a memo at the same time as Obama’s order. (More)

A First Army senior noncommissioned officer received his lateral 

appointment to command sergeant major in a ceremony in First Army 

headquarters here Dec. 7. Command Sgt. Maj. Albert Harris, a native of 

Modesto, California, has served five months as the senior medical 

noncommissioned officer of First Army's command surgeon section. He 

is now headed to Fort Irwin, California where he will be command 

sergeant major of Weed Army Community Hospital. First Army 

commanding general, Lt. Gen. Michael Tucker, congratulated Harris on 

reaching the rank of command sergeant major and highlighted Harris' 

accomplishments during his five months with First Army. "During his short tenure here, Command 

Sgt. Maj. Harris has accomplished a lot of great things for First Army's surgeon office. For 

example, he visited our mobilization platforms early on," Tucker said. "He expanded the surgeon's 

cell at Fort Hood and Fort Bliss, helping to prepare Soldiers for their medical readiness, and helped 

standardize the demobilization and mobilization medical process for Soldiers and for deploying 

medical units."

Criminal Investigation Command Warns of Posting Holiday Travel Plans 
As Soldiers and their Families prepare for the holiday season, 

the U.S. Army Criminal Investigation Command, commonly 

referred to as CID, warns that posting travel plans on social 

media sites makes your home vulnerable to burglary. While 

Soldiers should always be vigilant in their postings to avoid 

releasing sensitive information, revealing personal holiday 

travel information puts Soldiers, their Families and their homes at risk. "Social media is a powerful 

and frequently used tool for Soldiers, their Families, and friends to stay connected, especially during 

the holiday season," said Daniel Andrews, director of the CID's Computer Crime Investigative Unit. 

"Unfortunately, criminals use the same social media sites to conduct surveillance and identify 

potential targets." In fact, Andrews said, posting vacation plans is like announcing to criminals that 

your residence will be unoccupied for an extended period. "We recommend that personnel avoid 

publicizing the details of holiday plans and travel arrangements, whether upcoming or in progress," 

Andrews said. "Wait until the vacation is over to comment on it and share photos, but still be 

cautious about what information you make publicly available." (More)

Here's How to Replace Military Service Records, Awards 
Army veterans and retirees who served on active duty or in the reserves 

and their family members are eligible to receive a variety of service-

related documents for free. It's just a matter of knowing how. Records 

and other documents are available from Human Resources Command, 

Department of Veterans Affairs, National Archives and other official 

sources. Because the documents are provided free to those qualified to 

receive them, there is no reason to get them from commercial firms that 

charge fees, according to Army officials. A good first stop for 

information on how to get Army veteran service documents is HRC’s 

Human Resource Service Center at 

https://www.hrc.army.mil/tagd/human%20resource%20service%20center; toll-free by phone at 1-

888-276-9472 or DIN 983-9500, or email at ask-hrc@us.army.mil. (More) 

 

In Major Change, Army Removes Social Security Numbers from Dog Tags 
U.S. Army dog tags will no longer include soldiers’ Social Security 

numbers, the Army announced on Tuesday, ending a more than 40-year 

identification system. The tags will instead display the 10-digit Defense 

Department identification number currently included on Pentagon ID 

cards, and will be issued to solders on an as-needed basis, with those 

deploying getting priority, service officials said in a press release. "This 

change is not something where Soldiers need to run out and get new 

tags made," Michael Klemowski, the soldiers programs branch chief at 

U.S. Army Human Resources Command, said in the release. "We are 

focusing first on the personnel who are going to deploy. If a Soldier is going to deploy, they are the 

first ones that need to have the new ID tags." The change was first published in Army Pamphlet 

600-8-14 on Nov. 30, officials said.  The switch is being done in an effort to reduce the use of 

Social Security numbers and curb identity theft, they said. (More) 

 

New Legislation Expands Sexual Assault Victim Rights 
The Special Victims' Counsel, or SVC program, designed to help victims of sexual assault, has been 

expanded. That, along with several other changes that affect sexual assault policy and related 

courts-martial procedures, are part of the fiscal year 2016 National Defense Authorization Act, or 

NDAA, signed into law by President Barack Obama, Nov. 25. The SVC program consists of 

attorneys who represent victims throughout the investigative and judicial process. The NDAA 

expanded both the categories of victims entitled to SVC services and the types of services that SVC 

provides in five important ways, said Col. Walt Hudson, judge advocate chief, Criminal Law 

Division, Army Office of the Judge Advocate General. When SVC was first implemented two years 

ago, only active-component Service members and their Family members qualified for SVC, he said. 

Now, Department of Defense civilians may also be eligible for SVC. (More)

Custodial Contract Trash Removal Update 
Thank you for your cooperation in implementing the new custodial contract. The following 

information clarifies some widespread misconceptions and misinformation on trash removal, trash 

receptacles and individual trash cans. • The Contractor picks up larger common area trash 

receptacles daily. Common areas are defined as kitchens, break rooms, hallways and restrooms. The 

Contractor will not be emptying individual trash cans regardless of location. Everyone is 

responsible for emptying their individual trash cans into the common area trash receptacle. The 

RIAG is providing two trash can liners per week for individuals to replace in their individual trash 

can. DPW is coordinating with tenant organizations for POCs to distribute/manage trash can liners. 

JMTC and JMC already have procedures in place and other organizations should have procedures in 

place by the end of the week. • The RIAG distributed additional common area trash containers Dec. 

1-2. The distributed cans were placed in approximate locations. These cans may be moved as long 

as they remain in the common area hallways or kitchen/breakrooms. We will be monitoring the 

need for additional common area receptacles as the contract progresses. • The Contractor will be 

picking up the common area cans during 1st or 2nd shifts, depending on your location. Scheduling is 

a contractor prerogative but the schedule should become stable once the contractor optimizes their 

operation. The cans will be picked up daily, but some trash will remain in cans throughout the 

weekend. This is not a change from previous practices.

NCOs With Poor Conduct, Performance Face Possible Discharge 
Senior noncommissioned officer, or NCO, selection boards and the Qualitative Management 

Program, or QMP boards, scheduled for the second, third and fourth quarters of this fiscal year, will 

consider Soldiers in all components, E-6 through E-9, for possible involuntary separation. 

Notification memos went out today for the March 2016 QMP board, said Ronald Simons, chief of 

enlisted retirements and separations in U.S. Army Human Resources Command's, or HRC's, 

Enlisted Transitions Branch, which manages enlisted Soldier QMP status. "It is imperative that the 

Soldier review their AMHRR [Army Military Human Resources Record] because that is the record 

the selection board is going to be reviewing. If it is not up to date and correct, it is on the Soldier to 

make sure it is up to date and correct," Simons said. (More) 

 

Army Opening 19 Specialties to Women 
A total of 19 military occupational specialties in the Army will open to women beginning early next 

year. Secretary of Defense Ash Carter announced Dec. 3 that women who qualify will be able to 

serve in any job, anywhere in the military. He directed the Army and other services to provide an 

implementation plan by Jan. 1.

U.S. Army Human Resources Command, or HRC, announced Monday the availability of the DA 

Form 2166-9 series, the revised Noncommissioned Officer, or NCO, Evaluation Report, or 

NCOER, and its activation in the web-based Evaluation Entry System, or EES. As detailed in 

Military Personnel, or MILPER, Message 15-395, the effective policy date for use of the 2166-9 

series will be Jan. 1. Activation of the revised NCOER forms now allows Soldiers and raters to 

immediately begin to prepare NCOERs with a "through date" of Jan. 1 and later. The 2166-9 series 

consists of three revised NCO rating forms based on grade plate that mandate distinct rater and 

senior rater roles, and incorporate a senior rater profile and rater tendency assessment. Soldiers who 

are due to receive a mandatory report between now and Dec. 31 of this year will continue to receive 

that report, whether it be an annual, an extended annual or a change of rater report, using the DA

Roadrageous 
Roadrageous is an eight-hour classroom course addressing the root causes of aggressive driving. 

Produced by the American Institute for Public Safety, the training combines instruction, skits, 

games, videos, student-instructor interaction and student-student interaction to help drivers 

acknowledge their negative driving habits and attitudes. The goal is to give students a toolkit to 

change their behavior and decision-making processes behind the wheel. The U.S. Army selected 

Roadrageous training as part of its current Army Traffic Safety Training Program. The purpose is to 

provide driver improvement and remedial training for military or civilian personnel convicted of a 

moving traffic violation or determined to be at fault for a traffic mishap while operating a 

government motor vehicle. In addition, commanders may refer "high-risk" Soldiers to attend the 

course. The director of Army Safety encourages organizations to include Roadrageous training as 

part of their accident prevention efforts. Roadrageous is provided through Cape Fox Government 

Services. Unit leaders seeking to obtain Roadrageous training for their Soldiers should contact their 

garrison safety office. Independent studies have shown Roadrageous training to be effective in 

reducing collisions by 64 to 74 percent. Preventing motor vehicle accidents preserves valuable 

resources while protecting Soldiers and civilians from injury or death. (More)

Winterizing Homes, Caution Critical To Safe Holiday, Winter Seasons 
Shoveling snow, checking your smoke and carbon monoxide detectors and keeping track of your 

health this holiday season may seem trivial but taking the initiative to do so may be the difference 

between life and death. Adrain Kendrick, chief of safety and occupational health, said there are 

multiple reasons why unintentional deaths and injuries happen in and outside the home during the 

winter months. For one, he said people introduce objects into their homes that sometimes aren't 

normally there, like space heaters and live Christmas trees, during the winter. Live Christmas trees 

are hazardous when they aren't properly watered as they can become highly flammable, said James 

Dansereau, one of three fire inspectors on Joint Base Myer-Henderson Hall. Dansereau wrote in an 

email that when a live Christmas tree is not watered, it dries out making it vulnerable to heated 

objects, like light bulbs and space heaters. Home fires, according to the American Red Cross, are a 

common disaster and many Americans are uninformed about this fact.

This Week in Rock Island Arsenal History – Dec. 7-13 
RIA Commander Col. Leroy Hillman issued an order on Dec. 9, 1918, that required all RIA 

employees to wear masks while traveling on Arsenal street cars as a preventative measure against 

the spread of influenza. In December 1905, the Army Chief of Ordnance authorized RIA workers 

the right to heat coffee at noon hour. From this authorization developed an organized effort by the 

workers to create a hot lunch and cafeteria program. In December 1870, Aikens & Co., Pittsburgh, 

Pa., furnished the RIA with slate at $15.25 per square. The slate was used to cover the roofs of 

buildings. In December 1959, the RIA repaired and modified the first XM70 boosted rocket 

launcher prototype. During the winter of 1863, temporary shops were built on the Island for use in 

construction of Arsenal buildings.

Practice Food Safety during the Holidays 
As the holiday season quickly approaches, many of us are looking to spend some quality time with 

family and friends. Nothing draws us closer together than enjoying a delicious home-cooked meal 

with the ones we love, but things can take a turn for the worse if food safety is not kept in mind. 

The U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention estimates that approximately 48 million 

people get sick from foodborne illness each year. Of those that contract a foodborne illness, 128,000 

are hospitalized and 3,000 die. The following are a few food safety tips to keep you, your families 

and your friends healthy during the holidays. Foods most commonly associated with foodborne 

illnesses are raw foods of animal origin; that is raw meat and poultry, raw eggs, unpasteurized milk 

and raw shellfish. Adequate cooking will kill most bacteria and their toxins. Fruits and vegetables 

consumed raw are also a particular concern. Washing can decrease but not eliminate contamination, 

so cooking to proper time and temperature is vital. Also, unpasteurized fruit juices can be 

contaminated if there are pathogens in or on the fruit that is used to make it. The best bet is to only 

drink pasteurized juices. (More)

Disabled Veteran Leave Law Only Applies to New Title 5 Feds 
The new law providing a full year’s sick leave up front to new federal employees who are disabled 

veterans only applies to those hired on, or after Nov. 5, 2016. The 2015 Wounded Warriors Federal 

Leave Act gives 104 hours of sick leave up front to first-year feds who are vets with a service-

connected disability rating of at least 30 percent to attend medical appointments related to their 

disability. It also only applies to those new feds who are covered under Title 5 leave provisions, and 

including employees of the Postal Service and Postal Regulatory Commission. Non-Title 5 disabled 

veteran employees hired on or after Nov. 5, 2016, including those at the Federal Aviation 

Administration and Transportation Security Administration, are not eligible for the new benefit. 

Many jobs at the Veterans Affairs Department, for instance, also are not covered under Title 5. Title 

5 governs most, but not all, of the federal personnel system. Current federal employees who are 

disabled veterans also are not eligible for the new type of leave. Obama signed the bill into law on 

Nov. 5, 2015, and it applies to those hired a year after its enactment. (More)
