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Davenport Gate Closure

Modifications

During late October and
early November, the
Davenport Gate will be
closed for approximately 2
weeks to upgrade the
Davenport Gate to improve
working conditions for the
security guards. A carport
will be constructed to
provide overhead cover and
protection from the wind for
the security guard force.
Utilities and fencing will be
run at the same time. All
traffic will be routed through
the Rock Island Gate at this
time.
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Davenport Gate Closure

Due to Extreme Cold
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The Davenport Gate will
be closed when the
ambient temperature or
wind chill is -15°
Fahrenheit or colder due
to the lack of sufficient
cover, protection, and
heating at this location.
Determination will be
made by the shift
supervisor and
broadcast via ATHOC,
and on the website, to
installation employees. A
third lane at the Rock
Island Gate may be
opened to alleviate traffic
flow when this occurs.
